Steve Banks of Baston near Peterborough caught a 10lb 1 3/8oz Brown whilst boat fishing in the main basin with Luke Shevlin.  He caught it on a tube fly on an 8lb leader.  Steve has only fly fished twice so far and this is his second fish.  He also wanted to catch a Zander and his wish cam true.





Rutland Water has been in excellent form with plenty of fish caught and of excellent quality and condition.  Good numbers of limits were taken by both bank and boat anglers last week.





Methods have been as varied as ever from the start of the season with nymph anglers catching plenty of fish on buzzers and diawl bach, whilst lure anglers have used black and green, cats whiskers and boobies and gold silver tubes on the boats.





Fish are feeding heavily on daphnia, buzzers (mainly small), although one or two larger types have been hatching off there were also signs of corixa showing in fish down the south arm.





Best bank and boat areas have been in the main basin with Normanton to Fantasy Island for bank anglers earlier in the week and then Sykes Lane on Friday and over the weekend.





Boat anglers fared well in both areas as well.  A few fish came out of Manton on Tuesday falling to gold/silver sparklers fished deep.  The best bag of fish recorded fell to season ticket holders John Wotherspoon and Brian Flack with 16 fish weighing over 43lb.  Best fish of the week fell to Sheffield angler Mike Barratt who netted a very silver 7lb 4 ½oz Brown whilst fishing off Sykes Lane in a boat last Saturday.  Mike, a season ticket holder, fished a midge tip line with a size 10 black buzzer to tempt the specimen.





Rob Edmunds wins the Alan West memorial with eight fish weighing over 21lb.  Rob took his eight fish limit by lunch last Friday.





Ian Nixon landed a cracking over wintered 4lb 8oz Brown fishing off Whitwell Front last Tuesday.  Ian, who has just moved to Stamford, caught the fish on a damsel nymph.





Speaking of over wintered fish, there are good numbers showing in tremendous condition averaging just over the 2lb mark so far.  Stock fish being taken range in weight from 2lb to good numbers in the 3-4lb bracket.  The weather has been variable with the middle of last week warm, then turning very cold with sleet and hail last weekend.  Prospects look very good with plenty of food available as already mentioned so fish are in excellent condition.  Mild weather should see one or two more showing on top.

Anglers caught 212 fish for a match rod average of 2.72.  The best areas were the North Shore, Hill Farm and G Buoy to the Willows.





Grafham Water has continued to fish well this week for both bank and boat anglers with the North shore producing the vast majority of trout being caught.  Bank anglers have had some excellent fishing this week from the G bank, Hill Farm, the Stumps, Deep Water Point, Pylon Point and the south end of the dam, mainly on floating or intermediate lines with buzzers, blood worm, diawl bachs, crunchers and damsel nymphs fished slowly and close to the bottom.  Father and son, Gary and Sam Edmonds from Ware in Hertfordshire, had an excellent day’s bank fishing this week.  Between them they caught 15 trout from G Buoy and the south end of the Dam on floating lines with buzzers and cat whisker humungus.  Sam caught the biggest trout of the day, a cracking Rainbow of 5lb 7oz and also released a brown of 4lb 12oz.





Boat anglers have also had a spectacular week’s fishing with the North shore being once again the most productive with Hill Farm, Hedge End, Deep Water Point and G Buoy being the best areas to fish on mainly fast sunk lines with black and green or cat whisker boobies, diawl bachs, cormorants and orange blobs being the best methods and once again these have been fished slow and close to the bottom.

The bank seems to be the way to catch fish at present.  Fish are in little pods but well spread out.  If you are not catching then the best advice is to keep moving.  Try and fish with the wind in your face if it is not too strong, as this worked well in the week.





Bob Fairless of Northampton has fished from the bank this week spending a few hours each visit and has recorded 16 rainbows and one brown trout.  Dick Osbourn had a good week.  Dick, who fishes the bank bagged 24 fish despite chilly temperatures, he caught these mainly on black green lures again.





The Small half is now open and well stocked, so why not give it a go.  Bank anglers have been catching a few near the lodge when the wind is blowing in.  Top bank and boat spots are Stone Barn Bay, Gravels/Sermans/StiltonPoint and the Pines.
